Kryvuts S., Khokhlova N. Means of acoustic systems use
in office space design. Recent years, there has been an
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increasing interest to the use of acoustic systems in design
of the public use interiors. Despite the extreme sensitivity
of our body perception, our society does not pay attention
to the problem of sound ecology. Overloading urban noise
is the reason that people lose excess energy and have to
raise their voice. Modern sound environment concerns
with contempt to our ears and voice. The result is frequent
stress that people living in cities have. The solution of this
problem is the equipment of space with the speaker systems
that eliminate unnecessary sound waves. Recent years
there have seen an intensive development of new areas of
audio, new spatial sound system (DSP, Surround Sound,
binaural stereophonic sound, etc.), active development of
digital technology accumulation and processing of sound.
According to the acoustic properties of spaces for listening
and recording of music material placed higher demands.
It is a recording studio, concert halls, theaters, special
music rooms. Today, ensuring of comfortable atmosphere
environment with good acoustic characteristics is one
of basic functional requirements, for example, in an
office environment. The acoustic properties of the room
significantly affect the nature of sound reproduction inside
of them. That is why buildings designed, for example, for
lectures, should have different acoustic properties.
The objectives of this study are to determine the necessity
of acoustic systems use while internal design of modern
office formation identify and define to fix special aspects of
their different types use:
1) to familiarize with sources of information on the subject;
2) to organize information on the use of acoustic systems;
3) to identify the techniques of acoustic systems use in the
interior;
4) to analyze the information of solving the problem of
acoustics in the interior design of offices.
Research Methodology is based on a systemic approach,
which suggests a number of methods:
method of practical examination of specific objects;
method of a comparative analysis to identify current trends
in the development of sound insulation systems;
analysis of research material by graphic-analytical
method for further systematization and giving opinions in
synthesis tables.
The research results prove the idea that at the present
level of importance of design research is the ability to
use development of acoustic system for the offices in their
design and practice activity of designers.
During the study it was identified the possibility of
using various means of acoustic design of modern office
interiors, such as:
sound-absorbing acoustic systems (except the main func-
tion): a) used to space zoning, b) can be decor of walls,
ceiling and walling;
sound-scattering acoustic systems (except the main func-
tion): can be decor of walls, ceiling;
sound-proof acoustic systems (except the main function):
a) help in space zoning, b) are used as walls and ceiling
decor.
Techniques of acoustic systems use in interior designs are
determined as:
symmetrical compositions: a) over the surface of walls
or ceilings; b) compositional center of wall or ceiling
decoration;
asymmetrical compositions: a) over the surface of walls
or ceilings; b) compositional center of wall or ceiling
decoration, which additionally underlines the main
functional zone; c) over the surface of wall or ceiling;
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combinatorial ~ possibilities  of  sound-absorbing
constructions in office interior design: a) symmetrical
positioning on the floor and ceiling;, b) asymmetrical
positioning on the floor and ceiling.

The main features of the use of acoustic systems in office
interior desings are determined as:

sound-absorbing acoustic systems: a) contribution to
optimizing the humidity in the room; b) absorption of
excess noise fluctuations in space;

sound scattering acoustic systems: a) scattering of
unnecessary noise fluctuations in space;

deparation of acoustic systems: a) absorption of excess
noise fluctuations in space; b) the ability to eliminate
unwanted sound reflections.

Additional features of acoustic systems use in office inte-
rior designs are determined: a) simplicity of installation
(possibility the install in to an existing interior without
repair works conduction).
